Speaker: Dr. Perry Brown 
 Biography 

 Perry Brown is Professor of Public Health Epidemiology in the Institute of 
Public Health, College of Pharmacy and Pharmaceutical Sciences, Institute of Pub-
lic Health, Florida A&M University.  He also is Honorary Professor in the School 
of Health Sciences, University of KwaZulu-Natal, Durban, South Africa. 
 He teaches courses in infectious disease epidemiology, cardiovascular dis-
ease epidemiology, maternal and child health epidemiology, cancer epidemiology, 
GIS, Biostatistics, and data management and analysis. 
 His research interests are in the areas of Infectious dis-
eases (Influenza, HIV/AIDS, Covid-19) health disparities, car-
diovascular epidemiology and prevention, cancer epidemiolo-

gy, and birth defects.  Dr. Brown also directs the GIS, Data, and Spatial Analysis Laboratory in the 
Institute of Public Health.   
 Dr. Brownôs experience in Public Health and Epidemiology has included work in infectious 
diseases internationally (smallpox in Bangladesh, HIV/AIDS in Zaire (Congo), Brazil and Thailand, 

and HIV/AIDS and  as well as HIV/AIDS in Los Angeles, Covid-19 Response-Florida) and chronic 
diseases (Cancer and cardiovascular disease), and Environmental and Occupational Epidemiology.  
He currently heads the Westat-RAIVEN Influenza Immunization Study.

Martin Luther King, Jr., was well known by most of the peo-
ple not only in America but also in different parts of the 
world. Martin Luther King, Jrôs legacy in the fight against 
segregation and for just equality echoes, on the actions of 
justice and peace of today and yesterdayôs world. In re-
calling the example given by Dr. King, as Godôs people, we 
have to remember the situation that is present in different 
parts of the world. I mean the different types of violence and 
segregation against minorities. To remember Martin Luther 
King, Jr, is also to remember men and women of good will 
all over the world who fought against any kind of prejudice, 
giving echo of the words of Jesus on Johnôs gospel: ñI came 
so that they might have life and have it more abundant-

lyò (Jn. 10: 10).

Sunday, January 15, 2023 ï Second Sunday in Ordinary Time - Cycle A 

Readings: Isaiah 49:3, 5-6, Psalm 40 ñHere am I, Lord; I come to do your willò, 1 Corinthians 1:1-3, John 
1:29-34  
 
My dear brothers and sisters in Christ, with the feast of the baptism of Jesus on Monday, the Christmas season 
came to an end and we entered the ordinary time. We come to Mass today and hear another account of the 
Baptism of Jesus, this time according to the Gospel of Saint John. John the Baptist uses the words, "This is the 
Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world." What incredible news. This Jesus who came over two 
thousand years ago is the same Jesus who continues to come today to take away the sin of the world. Some-
times we feel discouraged by the reality of sin: the violence, the injustice, the oppression. But Jesus is coming, 
the Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world. In this way, he encourages us to have confidence and 
hope.  
 
Tomorrow our country will interrupt its ordinary rhythm to remember the testimony and legacy of Dr. Martin 
Luther King, great prophet of non-violence. This hero gave testimony with his words, and in the end, with his 
life to value the fight against oppression and discrimination. Dr. King began his career as a civil rights leader, 
speaking out against the segregation that was a part of daily life in this country. Little by little, he spread his 
message to the causes of poverty, and the injustice of the war in Vietnam. He spoke of light, of fidelity to the 
path of Jesus, of the power of non-violence. He left us a vision of the possible, based not on the reality of time, 
but on the promise of a God of love. 
 
How good to hear today the Gospel according to Saint John. We see that the words "This is the Lamb of God, 
the one who takes away the sin of the world" have value in our day, within a reality that continues to be 
changed by sin. Jesus continues to work in the lives of sincere Christians who are dedicated to bringing jus-
tice. John's role was to testify about Jesus; tell people that Jesus was the Savior; proclaim that the Kingdom 
had already begun. The prophets of our day, including us, have to proclaim the same thing. God is a God of 
justice, and his kingdom is manifested through non-violence. 
 
Today we have the opportunity to reflect on the words of John the Baptist, within the reality of the violence in 
the streets and the celebration of Doctor Martin Luther King. We see that it is possible in our days, in our cul-
ture, in our communities to live according to the vision of the gospel. May the Lord bless us with the grace we 
need. In the name of the Father, and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit. Amen

Saint Arnold Janssen founder of the 3 religious missionary communities. 
Arnold Janssen was born in Goch, in the Rhineland, Germany, not far from the Dutch 

border, one of eleven siblings. He developed a deep, simple faith. His first school was 

the Catholic Augustinianum High School in Gaesdonck, which is near his birthplace. 

He did his college degree, then studied theology and was ordained to the priesthood on 

15 August 1861. 
 

For a while he worked as a high school teacher in Bocholt, Germany, teaching physics 

and catechism. His real passion, however, was the mission. In 1867 he became the di-

rector of the Apostolaat des Gebeds for Germany and Austria and founded a scientific 

institute in Mºdling, near Vienna. He also founded, in 1874, the German language jour-

nal "Kleiner Herz-Jesu Bote" (Little Messenger of the Sacred Heart), which looked to 

enlist the faithful in prayer and support for the mission.  
 

The Kulturkampf, however, hampered his efforts, and Janssen purchased land in Steyl, 

the Netherlands to begin his seminary, dedicated in 1875 as the "St. Michael the Arch-

angel Mission House". Within a few years, many seminarians, priests and brothers were 

preparing for missionary service there, and the first two missionaries, Joseph Freinademetz and John Baptist Anzer, were 

sent to China. St. Arnold Janssen also founded two congregations of Religious Sisters: The Holy Spirit Missionary Sis-

ters (members known as "Sister Servants of the Holy Spirit") on December 8, 1889, and the Holy Spirit Adoration Sis-

ters ("Sister Servants of the Holy Spirit of Perpetual Adoration") on September 8, 1896. 

Arnold Janssen was canonized together with Joseph Freinadmetz and Daniel Comboni on October 05th, 2003 by St. John 

Paull II  
 

Note: The Kultukkampf was the ñcultural movementò, called ñculture struggleò that refers to a German police to reduce the 

role and power of the Roman Catholic Church in Prussia enacted from 1871 to 1878 and headed by Otto Von Bismarck, 

who as the prime minister of Prussia. During this time convent and seminaries were closed, and no priest was allowed to 

wear the clergy attire outside the church.  

 
San Arnoldo Janssen fundador de 3 comunidades religiosas y -misioneras. 
Arnoldo Janssen naci· en Goch, en el, Renania, no lejos de la frontera con Holanda, uno de once hermanos. Desarroll· una 
fe sencilla y profunda. Su primera escuela fue de los Agustinos   y la secundaria en la escuela cat·lica en Gaesdonck, que 
est§ cerca de su lugar de nacimiento. Estudio en la universidad con el t²tulo de maestro de matem§tica y f²sica universitario, 
luego estudi· teolog²a y fue ordenado sacerdote el 15 de agosto 1861. 
 

Durante un tiempo trabaj· como profesor de secundaria en Bocholt, Alemania, ®l  ense¶aba f²sica y la catequesis. Pero su 
verdadera pasi·n, sin embargo, era la misi·n. En 1867 fue nombrado en el director del Apostolado de la Oraci·n para Ale-
mania y Austria y fund· un instituto cient²fico en Mºdling, cerca de Viena. Tambi®n fund· ya en 1874 la revista idioma ale-
m§n "Kleiner Herz-Jesu Bote" (Peque¶o Mensajero del Sagrado Coraz·n), que se ve²a a alistarse a los fieles en la oraci·n y 
el apoyo a la misi·n. 
 

Todav²a, el Kulturkampf, sin embargo, obstaculizado sus esfuerzos, y Janssen compr· tierras en Steyl, Holanda para comen-
zar su seminario, dedicado en 1875 como  el ñSeminario Misionero de San Miguel Arc§ngel ". En pocos a¶os, muchos se-
minaristas, sacerdotes y hermanos estaban preparandose para el servicio misionero all², y los dos primeros misioneros fue-
ron Jos® Freinademetz y Juan Bautista Anzer, que fueron enviados a China. San Arnoldo Janssen tambi®n fund· dos congre-
gaciones de Hermanas Religiosas: Las Hermanas Misioneras del Esp²ritu Santo (conocidas como: "Siervas del Esp²ritu San-
to") el 8 de diciembre de 1889, y el 08 de septiembre 1896 las hermanas de clausura ("Siervas del Esp²ritu Santo de la Ado-
raci·n Perpetua "). 
 

Arnoldo Janssen fue canonizado junto con Jos® Freinademetz y Daniel Comboni en 05 de octubre 2003 por San Juan Paull 
II 
 

Nota: El Kultukkampf era el "movimiento cultural", llamada "lucha de la cultura", que se refiere a una pol²tica alemana para 
reducir el papel y el poder de la Iglesia Cat·lica Romana en Prusia  que ocurri· en los a¶os 1871-1878 y liderado por Otto 
Von Bismarck, que fue el  primer ministro de Prusia. Durante este tiempo conventos y seminarios estaban cerrados, y a nin-
g¼n sacerdote se le permit²a llevar estar con el traje de cl®rigo o mismo con su habito religioso.

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo, con la fiesta del bautismo de Jes¼s el lunes, finaliz· el tiempo 
navide¶o y entramos en el tiempo ordinario. Venimos a Misa hoy y escuchamos otro relato del Bautismo de 
Jes¼s, esta vez seg¼n el Evangelio de San Juan. Juan el Bautista usa las palabras: "Este es el Cordero de Di-
os, que quita el pecado del mundo". Que increible noticia. Este Jes¼s que vino hace m§s de dos mil a¶os es 
el mismo Jes¼s que sigue viniendo hoy para quitar el pecado del mundo. A veces nos sentimos desalentados 
por la realidad del pecado: la violencia, la injusticia, la opresi·n. Pero viene Jes¼s, el Cordero de Dios que 
quita el pecado del mundo. De este modo, nos anima a tener confianza y esperanza. 
 
Ma¶ana nuestro pa²s interrumpir§ su ritmo ordinario para recordar el testimonio y legado del Dr. Martin Lu-
ther King, gran profeta de la no violencia. Este h®roe dio testimonio con sus palabras, y al final, con su vida 
para valorar la lucha contra la opresi·n y la discriminaci·n. El Dr. King comenz· su carrera como l²der de 
los derechos civiles, hablando en contra de la segregaci·n que formaba parte de la vida diaria en este pa²s. 
Poco a poco, difundi· su mensaje sobre las causas de la pobreza y la injusticia de la guerra de Vietnam. 
Habl· de luz, de fidelidad al camino de Jes¼s, del poder de la no violencia. Nos dej· una visi·n de lo posi-
ble, basada no en la realidad del tiempo, sino en la promesa de un Dios de amor. 
 
Qu® bueno escuchar hoy el Evangelio seg¼n San Juan. Vemos que las palabras "Este es el Cordero de Dios, 
el que quita el pecado del mundo" tienen valor en nuestros d²as, dentro de una realidad que sigue siendo 
transformada por el pecado. Jes¼s sigue obrando en la vida de los cristianos sinceros que se dedican a hacer 
justicia. El papel de Juan era testificar acerca de Jes¼s; decirle a la gente que Jes¼s era el Salvador; 
proclamar que el Reino ya hab²a comenzado. Los profetas de nuestros d²as, incluidos nosotros, tenemos que 
proclamar lo mismo. Dios es un Dios de justicia, y su reino se manifiesta a trav®s de la no violencia. 
 
Hoy tenemos la oportunidad de reflexionar sobre las palabras de Juan Bautista, dentro de la realidad de la 
violencia en las calles y la celebraci·n del Doctor Martin Luther King. Vemos que es posible en nuestros 
d²as, en nuestra cultura, en nuestras comunidades vivir seg¼n la visi·n del evangelio. Que el Se¶or nos ben-
diga con la gracia que necesitamos.
