Dear Parishioners of St. Eugene, Students, and Visitors,  
 

Malachi ï The Prophet 

Every time a Prophet of the Old Testament is mentioned, it reminds us of the prophets that are familiar to us, such as Isaiah, Jere-

miah, Samuel, Elijah and Elisha. As we listen to the Liturgy of todayôs mass we will learn more about the prophets and their 

prophecies.  

Who is the Prophet Malachi? What is the main focus of this prophecy?  

Malachi is one of the last prophets in the Old Testament before the gospel of St. Matthew was probably written during the first 

half of the 5th Century B.C. Therefore, as reading Malachiôs prophecy his main focus is centered on Godôs love for his people, as 

the Prophet states: ñI love you, says the LORD; but you say, ñHow do you love us?ò (Mal. 1:2). Though a conflict, and a disobe-

dience are present from the people of Israel, the love of God to them is a steadfast love. Even though the book of the Prophet Mal-

achi contains few chapters, from Malachi 1:1ð3:1-24, it brings a sense in how God wants to renew the covenant made once with 

Moses in Exodus with his people.

 Is it now the End? 

The gospel to be proclaimed this Sunday (Luke 21:5-19), brings the words of Jesus that can seem very scary for some of the lis-

teners, who are not yet ready to contemplate the ñEnd of Timesò. However, as we listen to Jesus teaching the disciples, the crowd 

around him and all of us, will began to realize how necessary it is to follow Jesus teachings, and how he presents to all of us the 

meaning of the END.  

The words of Jesus in this gospel are very unsettling, especially when he says: ñWhen you hear of wars and insurrections, do not 

be terrified; for such things must happen first, but it will not immediately be the end.ò Then he said to them, ñNation will rise 

against nation, and kingdom against kingdom. There will be powerful earthquakes, famines, and plagues from place to place; and 

awesome sights and mighty signs will come from the sky. ñBefore all this happens, however, they will seize and persecute you, 

they will hand you over to the synagogues and to prisons, and they will have you led before kings and governors because of my 

name. It will lead to your giving testimony. 

Though Jesusô words are scary and frightening he is showing us his redemptive action of God in our lives, as Jesus teaches us, he 

calls all of us as he called the disciples and many others to a life of faithfulness.  
In such a way, it is good to ask: how do we want to be faithful to God?

Black Catholic History Month/ Mes de la Historia de los Cat·licos de la Raza Negra 
 

Pierre Toussaint (1766-1853) 
Pierre Toussaint was born a slave in Haiti and died a freeman in New York City. He is credited by many 
with being the father of Catholic Charities in New York. Pierre was instrumental in raising funds for the 
first Catholic orphanage and began the cityôs first school for black children. He also helped to provide funds 
for the Oblate Sisters of Providence, a religious community of black nuns founded in Baltimore and played 
a vital role in providing resources to erect Old Saint Patrickôs Cathedral in Lower Manhattan. During a Yel-
low Fever epidemic when many of the cityôs political leaders fled the city in search of healthier rural cli-
mates, Pierre Toussaint cared for the sick and the dying. He was a successful entrepreneur, who did not hes-
itate to share the fruits of his labor with others.  In recognition of Pierre Toussaintôs virtuous life, the late 
Cardinal Cooke introduced Pierreôs cause for canonization at the Vatican in 1968. In December 1989, the 
late Cardinal OôConnor had the remains of Pierre Toussaint transferred from Lower Manhattan to St. Pat-
rickôs Cathedral in midtown Manhattan where he is buried as the only lay person, alongside the former Car-

dinal-Archbishops of New York City. On December 17, 1997, Pope John Paul II declared Pierre Toussaint, ñVenerable,ò. Venera-
ble Pierre Toussaint was a man who was proud of his faith, proud of his culture and committed to service.  
  
Pierre Toussaint naci· como esclavo en Hait² y muri· como hombre libre en la ciudad de Nueva York. Muchos lo atribuyen ser el 
padre de Caridades Cat·licas en Nueva York. Pierre fue instrumental en la recaudaci·n de fondos para el primer orfanato cat·lico 
y comenz· la primera escuela de la ciudad para ni¶os negros. Tambi®n ayud· a proporcionar fondos para las Hermanas Oblatas de 
Providence, una comunidad religiosa de monjas negras fundada en Baltimore y desempe¶· un papel vital en la provisi·n de recur-
sos para erigir la Catedral del Viejo San Patricio en el Bajo Manhattan. Durante una epidemia de fiebre amarilla cuando muchos de 
los l²deres pol²ticos de la ciudad huyeron de la ciudad en busca de climas rurales m§s saludables, Pierre Toussaint se ocup· de los 
enfermos y los moribundos. Era un empresario exitoso, que no dud· en compartir los frutos de su trabajo con otros. En reconoci-
miento a la vida virtuosa de Pierre Toussaint, el difunto cardenal Cooke present· la causa de canonizaci·n de Pierre en el Vaticano 
en 1968. En diciembre de 1989, el difunto cardenal O'Connor hizo que los restos de Pierre Toussaint fueran transferidos del Bajo 
Manhattan a la Catedral de San Patricio en el centro de la ciudad. Manhattan, donde est§ enterrado como el ¼nico laico, junto a los 
antiguos Cardenales Arzobispos de la ciudad de Nueva York. El 17 de diciembre de 1997, el Papa Juan Pablo II declar· a Pierre 
Toussaint, "Venerable". El venerable Pierre Toussaint era un hombre orgulloso de su fe, orgulloso de su cultura y comprometido 
con el servicio.

Elizabeth Clarisse Lange (1784-1882) 

 We do not know very much about Elizabeth Langeôs early life. Recent research points to Santiago de Cuba 
as her birthplace. By 1813 she was living in Baltimore and used her own money and home to educate chil-
dren of color. Elizabeth, with a friend, Marie Magdelaine Balas, offered free education to children in their 
home in the Fells Point area of the city.  Early in 1828 Providence intervened through the person of Rever-
end James Hector Joubert, S.S. who, encouraged by Archbishop James Whitfield, presented Elizabeth Lange 
with the challenge to start a school for girls of color. On July 2, 1829, Elizabeth and three other women pro-
nounced promises of poverty, chastity, and obedience to Archbishop Whitfield and the chosen superior. 
Elizabeth, is considered the founder and first superior of the Oblate Sisters of Providence, henceforth was 
known as Sister Mary. She was superior general from 1829 to 1832, and again from 1835 to 1841.   
  
When considering the works of Mother Mary Lange and her sisters also established an orphanage, a wid-

owôs home, provided spiritual direction, religious education classes and vocational training. The early Sisters did home visiting 
and conducted night schools so black adults could learn to read and write. She helped to nurse the sick during the Cholera Epidem-
ic in the early 1830ôs and in the mid 1840ôs.  Lange died February 3, 1882. In 1991 William Cardinal Keeler, the then Archbishop 
of Baltimore, with the approval of Rome, officially opened the cause for her canonization.  
 

No sabemos mucho sobre los primeros a¶os de vida de Elizabeth Lange. Investigaciones recientes apuntan a Santiago de Cuba 
como su lugar de nacimiento. Para 1813 viv²a en Baltimore y usaba su propio dinero y su hogar para educar a los ni¶os de color. 
Elizabeth, con una amiga, Marie Magdelaine Balas, ofreci· educaci·n gratuita a los ni¶os en su hogar en el §rea de Fells Point de 
la ciudad. A principios de 1828, Providence intervino a trav®s de la persona del reverendo James Hector Joubert, S.S., quien, alen-
tado por el arzobispo James Whitfield, le present· a Elizabeth Lange el desaf²o de comenzar una escuela para ni¶as de color. El 2 
de julio de 1829, Elizabeth y otras tres mujeres pronunciaron promesas de pobreza, castidad y obediencia al arzobispo Whitfield y 
al superior elegido. Elizabeth, es considerada la fundadora y primera superiora de las Hermanas Oblatas de la Providencia, en ade-
lante fue conocida como la Hermana Mary. Fue superior general de 1829 a 1832, y nuevamente de 1835 a 1841. 
 

 Al considerar los trabajos de la Madre Mary Lange y sus hermanas, tambi®n establecieron un orfanato, el hogar de una viuda, pro-
porcionaron direcci·n espiritual, clases de educaci·n religiosa y capacitaci·n vocacional. Las primeras hermanas hicieron visitas a 
domicilio y organizaron escuelas nocturnas para que los adultos negros pudieran aprender a leer y escribir. Ella ayud· a cuidar a 
los enfermos durante la epidemia de c·lera a principios de 1830 y mediados de 1840. Lange muri· el 3 de febrero de 1882. En 
1991, el cardenal William Keeler, entonces arzobispo de Baltimore, con la aprobaci·n de Roma, abri· oficialmente la causa de su 
canonizaci·n.

Estimados feligreses de San Eugenio, estudiantes y visitantes, 
 
Malaqu²as - El Profeta 
Cada vez que se menciona a un Profeta del Antiguo Testamento, nos recuerda a los profetas que nos son familiares, como 
Isa²as, Jerem²as, Samuel, El²as y Eliseo. Mientras escuchamos la liturgia de la misa de hoy, aprenderemos m§s sobre los 
profetas y sus profec²as. 
àQui®n es el profeta Malaqu²as? àCu§l es el enfoque principal de esta profec²a? 
Malaqu²as es uno de los ¼ltimos profetas del Antiguo Testamento antes de que el evangelio de San Mateo fuera probable-
mente escrito durante la primera mitad del siglo V a. C. Por lo tanto, al leer la profec²a de Malaqu²as, su enfoque principal 
se centra en el amor de Dios por su pueblo, como dice el Profeta: "Te amo", dice el Se¶or; pero usted dice: "àC·mo nos 
amas?" (Mal. 1: 2). Aunque hay un conflicto y una desobediencia en el pueblo de Israel, el amor de Dios hacia ellos es un 
amor constante. Aunque el libro del Profeta Malaqu²as contiene pocos cap²tulos, de Malaqu²as 1: 1ð3: 1-24, da una idea 
de c·mo Dios quiere renovar el pacto hecho una vez con Mois®s en el £xodo con su pueblo. 
 

El libro del profeta Malaqu²as se divide de la siguiente manera:

àEs ahora el fin? 
El evangelio que se proclamar§ este domingo (Lucas 21: 5-19), trae las palabras de Jes¼s que pueden parecer muy aterra-
doras para algunos de los oyentes, que a¼n no est§n listos para contemplar el "Fin de los Tiempos". Sin embargo, a medida 
que escuchemos a Jes¼s ense¶ando a los disc²pulos, la multitud que lo rodea y a todos nosotros, comenzaremos a darnos 
cuenta de lo necesario que es seguir las ense¶anzas de Jes¼s y c·mo nos presenta a todos el significado del FIN. 
 
Las palabras de Jes¼s en este evangelio son muy inquietantes, especialmente cuando dice: ñCuando escuches sobre guer-
ras e insurrecciones, no te aterrorices; porque tales cosas deben suceder primero, pero no ser§ el fin de inmediato ". 
Luego les dijo:" Se levantar§ naci·n contra naci·n, y reino contra reino. Habr§ poderosos terremotos, hambrunas y 
plagas de un lugar a otro; e impresionantes vistas y poderosas se¶ales vendr§n del cielo. ñAntes de que todo esto suceda, 
sin embargo, te capturar§n y perseguir§n, te entregar§n a las sinagogas y a las c§rceles, y te llevar§n ante reyes y gober-
nadores por mi nombre.
